Requirements
Each group must:

Formulate a BQ based on this topic.

Develop an effective, engaging experience or process by which you can help us explore and respond
to this BQ (see list below).

Help the class make connections between your BQ and the novel (as well as their own lives and the
larger world, if possible).

Show evidence of each person’s contributions through notes in Reader’s Notebook, work in the group,
contributions to the actual experience you create.

Be prepared for your group to run this discussion for at least twenty minutes, though it can go as long
as forty-five minutes—if it's that good.

Demonstrate the depth of your own understanding of the book and thinking about the ideas you
discuss.

Challenge us to think about a BQ that leads to new insights into the book, our own lives, and the larger
world.
