• Show, don’t tell—rather than say you enjoy movies, name
some of your favorites. Rather than say you like hiking,
describe your favorite place to hike.

• Be positive. Don’t talk about the losers you previously dated!

• Be unique, clever, witty, funny. Show your personality.
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
